Commission, Bangladesh Bank are the members 

of the Board. Moreover, six Members are there 

from the Private Sectors for a term of three years 

representing Chambers, Trade and Industry.

Export analysis of Major Products

Knitwear

Knitwear has been considered as a very potential 

and progressive sector for the last two decades of 

Bangladesh export trade. In the basket of our export 

commodities Knitwear sector occupies the first 
position. The export earnings of the sector in FY 

2020-21 was USD 16960.03 million which showed 

21.94% increase compared to the export of USD 

13908.00 million in the previous FY 2019-20.  In 

the total national export earnings of FY 2020-21, 

knitwear sector contributes 43.76%. The growth 

rate of the Knit sector in the FY 2020-21 is 207% 

as compared to the FY 2007-08 which is very 

promising. The leading five markets of knitwear 
products are Germany, USA, UK, France and Spain.

Woven

In our export woven garments sector occupies the 

second position. The export earning of the sector in 

the FY 2020-21 was 14496.70 million US$ which 

showed 3.24% increase compared to the 14441.19 

million US$ in the previous FY 2019-20.

As a government agency for the promotion of export 

trade, Export Promotion Bureau (EPB) is entrusted with 

responsibility to expand and strengthen export trade of 

Bangladesh through development and diversification of 
products and market followed by introduction of new products 

aiming to reduce excessive dependency on limited number 

of products. As an important wing of EPB, Commodities 

Division has been conducting activities relating to product 

development, diversification and adaptation as well. The 
major activities of this Division during the fiscal year 2020- 
2021 include the following:

Cash Incentive

Export Sectors of Bangladesh are facing different 
problems of which dependency on imported 

raw-materials, technological weaknesses, lower 

productivity, inefficiency in export management, 
higher cost of electricity and gas against poor 

supply etc may be mentioned. Due to these factors 

most of the Bangladeshi products fail to enjoy 

competitiveness in the overseas markets. So, it has 

become essential to provide support for keeping 

up the presence of products over there. In order 

to sustain in the global market Export Promotion 

Bureau has made recommendations to the 

Government to provide cash incentives. During FY 

2020-21 Government has provided cash incentives 

on 38 number of products avail this opportunity 

and exporter is to receive recommendation letter 

from the concerned associations or from EPB.  

Recommendations to enhance cash subsidy on 

Frozen Fish, fish Scales etc. have been sent to the 
Ministry of Commerce during 2020-2021. 

Market Diversification

Trade Delegations/Marketing Missions are sent 
to potential/targeted importing destinations with 
a view to present export capabilities, identify the 
existing tariff & non-tariff barriers and overcoming 
those barriers, offering the comparative advantages 
and thus diversifying both our products and markets.  
During this fiscal year no  Trade Delegation could 
be sent due to pravalence of Covid-19 pandemic 

and travel restriction.

Commercially Important Person (CIP)

In recognition of significant contribution to 
exports and for creating a fair competitive export 
environment, Commercially Important Persons 
(CIP) are selected and thereby awarded CIP Cards 
by the Government of Bangladesh. Commodities 
Division of Export Promotion Bureau furnishes the 
secretarial job on behalf of the Government. In the 
last Fiscal Year 182 exporters have been awarded 
CIP Cards by the Honorable Minister for Commerce 
for the year 2017. But due to Covid-19 CIP card 
could not be dristibuted FY 2020-2021. However 
application for CIP’s for 2021 have already been 
received. After scrutinizing the applications and 
having recommended by the Primary Selection 
Committee a primary list has been sent to the 

Ministry of Commerce. 

Settlement of Trade Disputes

Upon receipt of any allegation/dispute between 

exporter and importer necessary steps in settling 

the same are undertaken to uphold the image of the 

country and maintain a cordial relationship between 

buyers and sellers. Necessary actions were be taken 

to settle reported trade disputes.

Survey/Study

A consulting firm has been appointed to conduct a 
survey /study to identify the capacity, weaknesses, 

potentialities etc on 14 export-supporting 

organizations of Bangladesh. The survey/study 
is being Implemented in accordance with terms 

of reference. It is expected that the findings of 
this study would enable the Government to make 

decisions to modernize or to make those agencies 
well-equipped for ensuring optimum and prompt 
services to the exporters of the country. Thus it will 

contribute to expedite the overall export trade of the

Export Market Development Fund

In the fiscal year 2020-2021 Tk. 37,13,90,000 (thirty-
seven crore, thirteen lacs and ninety thousand) was 
approved by the Monitoring Cell of the Ministry of 
Finance for spending from the EPB’s own fund to 
implement market development programes. Out of 
this fund and amount totaling Tk. 4,97,03,000 (four 
crore, ninety seven lacs and three thousand) had 
been spent to meet the expenses for post, stationery, 
publicity, advertisement, printing and publication,

G. Textile Division 

The Textile Division of Export Promotion Bureau 

is providing various services to the Readymade 

Garments Manufactures and other textile products 

exporter from Bangladesh regularly. During fiscal 
year 2020-2021 a total of 112 new garments 

factories have been enrolled with EPB and 1,817 

factories have got their enrollments renewed during 

the same period. At present the total number of 

enrolled garments factories with EPB are 6,808.

During FY 2020-2021 a total of 64100 GSP 

Certificates were issued against the export of 
apparel textile products to the member states of 

EU, Switzerland, Norway, Turkey, New Zealand, 
Japan, Ukraine, Russia, Belarus, Iceland, Canada 

and Australia and a total of 32,572 Certificate of 
Origin (C.O) were issued for the export of Textile 

Products to Republic of Korea, China, Chile and 

APTA member countries. A total number of 27,418 

SAFTA Certificates of Origin (C.O) and 144 Annex-

Under the existing GSP Scheme of European 

Union a procedural change has been brought about 

in the field of duty free market access to European 
Countries, Switzerland, Norway and Turkey. Under 
the changed system an exporting company it self 

becomes eligible to issue a country of origin for 

its exported goods. For this reason, each exporter 

has to register in the data base of European Union 

which is known as Registered Exporter or REX.  

It may be mentioned that only the Registered 

Exporter (REX) can issue the certificate which 
is called the Statement on Origin (SoO) for their 

exported goods. REX registration process for 

Bangladeshi exporting companies started on 

21st July, 2019. During fiscal year 2020-2021 
414 garments factories got registered under REX 

System. At Present total number of garments 

factories registered under REX are 2,347.

During FY 2020-2021 REX registration of Non-

Textile Factories are 352 and total factories under 

REX are 640. Currenty total Rex registration of 

Textile and Non-Textile Factories are 2987.

event in time. In addition, significant amount of 
money is wasted every year to set up stall,  pavilion 

and required infrastructure for holding the  fair under 
the open field that belong to Public Works Department 
located at  Sher-e Bangla Nagar.

In view of this situation, after a series of discussion 

over the years, decision has been made to construct the 

dreaming project of Export Promotion Bureau titled 

“Bangladesh-China Friendship Exhibition Center 

(BCFEC)”, under the Chinese technical and financial 
assistance and thereby Design Concept agreement 

had been signed between Bangladesh and China in

As reasons appeared in the way of implementing 

of the project in the allotted land at Tejgoan 

Old Airport, Honorable Prime Minster Sheikh 

Hasina directed in 2011 to construct the proposed 

exhibition center at Purbachal. In accordance with 

the directives of the Honorable Prime Minister, 

RAJUK had allotted 20 acres of land in 2015 under 

sector Four(04) of Purbachal New Town Area 

with a view  for constructing the  permanent fair 

complex of international standard. Afterwards, DPP 

of the Project had been approved on 4th August of 

2015. As per DPP, the cost of the project stood at 

Tk.796.01 crores and duration of the project was 

assumed from 01 July,2015 to 30th June 2018 

. In the estimated project cost, the contribution 

of China was Tk. 625.70 crores and Bangladesh 

Government and EPB’s share was Tk.138.18 crores 

and Tk.32.13 crores respectively, To implement the 

project, revised design agreement had been signed 

between Bangladesh and China in December, 2015. 

It is pertinent to mention here that Beijing Institute 

of Architectural Design (BIAD) prepared the 

architectural and structural design of the exhibition 

center. 

In order to build the Exhibition Center, 

Implementation Agreement between Bangladesh 

and China was signed on the 5th December, 2015. 

After performing various preparatory activities 

on 17 April, 2017, the land of the project was 

handed over to Chinese part to implement the 

project. Chinese Govt.’s appointed construction 

contractor “China State Construction Engineering 

Corporation” commenced the construction work on 

26 October, 2017. Considering future demand and 

necessities it has been decided to enhance the size 
and capacity of the centre, the facilities, enlarge 

parking area, accommodation facilities within the 

center premises, further 6.10 acres of land had been 

allotted just adjacent to the previously allocated 20 

acres of land.

Rajshahi is basically and agriculture orieated region. 

Agriculture is the main source of livelyhood for 

most of the people. A large quantity of agricultural 
products are produced here but it is a matter of 

regret that the local farmers are not benifiting much 
as no agro-processing industry is established there. 

As a result, inspite of being  agrucultaral zone 
greater Rajshahi has been lagging behind in trade 

and industry in comparison to Dhaka, Chittagong 

& Khulna. The fragile communication system, 

inadequate gas supply, load shading of electricity, 
lack of modern equipments, shortage of skilled 
manpower, and above all lack of entrepreneurs 

are the main reasons for backwardnees of 

industrialization compared to other arears of the 
country.  

The main export items of Rajshahi region are 

Readymade Garments (Knit/low cost), Jute and 

Jute-goods, Plastic Agglomerates, Centrifugal 

Water Pump, Waste Cotton, Headgear, Mosquito 
net, Sharee, Lungi, Bone powder etc. A major 

portion of these items are being exported to India. 

Besides, Handloom Products, Nakshikantha are 

exported to European Countries from this Zone. 

The activities of Export Promotion Bureau, 

Rajshahi include organizing seminars/Zoom 
meeting for creation of new exporters, encouraging 

interested businessmen for export and train up them 

with various issues related to export, issuance of 

certificates (SAFTA, KPT, GSP etc.) against export 
and disseminating export related information etc 

are the main activities of EPB Rajshahi office.
